Have you noticed that we have made some 

progress on upgrading the appearance of the 

library and making it feel more homey and 

comfortable?  We cleaned up the areas 

behind the check-out counter, moved a bit of 

furniture around to enhance the study 

atmosphere, fixed the broken desk drawer, 

purchased two new table lamps and several 

storage bins.  In addition, we set up a filing 
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system and organized and filed all of the 

bookstore documents that have been 

languishing unattended in the drawers and 

on the desk for years. 

 

 
   

We have made new labels bearing the 

authors’ names to replace the old ones on 

the spines of the books for easier reading 

and restacking, old battered books will be 

removed and a new inventory will be 

prepared.
